A diet high in fruits and vegetables can be equally as effective as medication in lowering 
blood pressure!  According to the Harvard School of Public Health, Americans who eat 8 servings of 

fruits and vegetables per day are 30% less likely to have a heart attack or stroke . 
 
Tips to make your plate half fruits and vegetables 

♥ Keep fruit out where you can see it, this way you’re more likely to eat it 
♥ Make it a meal, try new recipes where vegetables take the center stage 
♥ Explore the produce aisle and experiment with new seasonal fruits and vegetables 

 
Try fruits and vegetables on the grill this summer! 
Vegetables make a flavorful addition to meals! Grill until tender when pierced. Season lightly with olive oil, 
balsamic vinegar, rosemary, oregano, pepper, thyme, lemon and any of your favorite spices!

♥ Bell pepper strips 

♥ Carrot sticks 
♥ Corn on the cob  
♥ Eggplant rounds 

♥ Mushrooms tops 
♥ Jalapeños seeded
